Currently, Miho serves as the IB Chief Coordinator at Shizuoka Salesio School, where she supports learning and teaching across the entire
educational continuum, from kindergarten to high school, while also teaching Theory of Knowledge (TOK) for the Diploma Programme
(DP). Since 2012, Miho has been actively involved with the IB community as a workshop leader, verification visit leader, consultant for
candidate schools, and programme leader for evaluation visits. Additionally, as a Lead Educator, she provides guidance and support to IB
World Schools.

Chikara Mochizuki graduated from Yamaguchi University's Faculty of Education and holds a Master of International Education
