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1- "How has the IB curriculum influenced your perspective on life or your career?"

IB was the turning point where | began questioning all my assumptions and beliefs. It taught me that
truth is subjective —a concept that broke down the black-and-white thinking | grew up with. For instance,
if my clock says it's 3 PM, that’s my truth, even if everyone else’s clock says 2 PM. Neither is completely
wrong and accepting that has been massive for my career and problem-solving. It reinforces my core




belief that for every overwhelming challenge, there’s always a way, whether you go through it or around
it. This constant inquiry makes me profoundly open-minded, which is the most vital skill for navigating a
diverse world.

2- "When you started your university education, did you feel there were benefits to having
studied the IB in secondary education? If so, in what ways?"

Absolutely, studying the IB was a huge benefit when | started university. Academically, the program is
incredibly demanding and rigorous, which means | found | already knew the basic concepts for most of
my university subjects. This academic head start was a massive relief.

More than the content, though, the IB made me comfortable with the necessary workload and discipline.
We had to write so many Internal Assessments and extended reports that tackling university papers felt
much easier. It was one less thing to struggle with, allowing me to put my full energy into other projects |
cared about, rather than stressing over every academic hurdle.
