In addition to the difficult concept of "identity"
for junior high school students,
“interdisciplinarity" was also difficult for them,
and they struggled with their reports.

The overall impression of difficulty was so
strong that many of the reports did not reflect
the differences in the assessment criteria,
which were obvious once they were read. For
example, some reports did not include the
word "how" in the question "How can you use
the knowledge of each subject?
