​作用」とは、文化的特徴や商品が社会によって取り入れられたり、適応されたり、​
​あるいは拒否されたりする双方向的かつ複雑なプロセスを意味する。この過程は必​
​然的でも普遍的でもない。​

​HLテーマ​​は、地域間に存在する格差から生じるグローバルな相互作用・流れ・交​
​換に焦点を当てる。それは空間と時間の変化に関わる重要かつ議論の余地のある地​
​理的課題を提示し、HL生徒が問いを立てるための題材となる。このシラバスのこ​
​の部分は、グローバルな相互作用とグローバルな開発に関連する三つの単元に分け​
​られている。​

​Paper 3 is a study of global interactions, it has a broader perspective than a​
​more conventional study of globalization that emphasizes a linear process​
​involving the domination and the imposition of Western culture on the world.​
​In the context of this syllabus, global interaction suggests a two-way and​
​complex process whereby cultural traits and commodities may be adopted,​
​adapted or resisted by societies. The process is neither inevitable nor​
​universal.​
​The HL extension theme focuses on the global interactions, flows and​
​exchanges arising from the disparities that exist between places. It presents​
​important and contestable geographic issues of change in space and time​
​for the HL student to question. This part of the syllabus is divided into three​
​units relating to global interactions and global development.​

​Pupils should be able to transfer their knowledge from a lot of the topics in Paper 1 and  2. For example Human Development can link to Urbanisation,​
​Population, Climate Change. It also links to the other 2 HL topics of Power and Risk. Pupils will start to see different scales and how development levels are​
​extremely different in different places around the world. Students will base this topic on the progress made towards both the Milenium Development Goals​
​and the SDG’s. Pupils will understand that we generally have a negative opinion on development and we underestimate the progress that has already​
​happened (Hans Rosling).​
​The main skill pupils will develop in the HL section is synthesis and evaluation / creating links between big concepts and ideas.​
